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Dear Timetable Collector:

I hope you enjoyed our tour of
Texas in the last issue of The
Timetable Collector. Since
Spring has yet to arrive in
northern Connecticut, we will
continue to stay down South for
the time being. Another state
with great interest which has
received less than its due share
of attention in the past is
Florida.

Florida railroads developed
rather late in the nineteenth
century since, by dint of the
State’s location, it wasn’'t on
the way to anywhere else (except
Cuba) . By the turn of the
century, independent roads had
Iargelyfnllenunderthecontrol
of either the Atlantic Coast
Line (and its predecessor, the
Plant System) or the Seaboard
Air Line. The big exception, of
course, was the legendary
Florida East Coast which has
remained independent to the

present. The only other
significant influence in the
state was the Southern, which

reached as far south as Palatka
through its subsidiary Georgia
Southern and Florida. This issue
highlights many of the
predecessorrailways,including
some obscure narrow gauge lines
such as the Sanford & St. Pete
and the Jupiter & Lake Worth.

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ATLANTIC COAST LINE ANTECEDENTS

The South Florida RR was an early predecessor of the Savannah Florida &
Western Ry. which started life as an isolated narrow gauge running from the
steamer landing near Sanford over to Tampa Bay. In the earlyv 1880s. Sanford
must have been quite a scene, for the narrow gauge line to St. Petersburg
also started from here. Both received passengers from steamers from
Jacksonville for the trip across Florida. This line is easy to confuse with
the Florida Southern which later became part of the same family.

These two ornate timetables of the Savannah Florida & Western were issues
with effective dates only one day apart. The 2/1/85 issue printed by Rand
McNally for service "from Florida to the West...’ sported a classic
engraving of an alligator talking to a polar bear by telephone (in 1885!).

The 2/2/85 issue for service "from Florida to the North and East"
printed by Rand Avery in Boston (always the dullest printer) and uses only
the maltese cross logo, which was adopted by its successor,
System (which kept the SF&W name formally). The "Time-Table of Connecting
Lines" below shows some of the early steamer-rail interconnections in mid-
Florida that predated through rail routings.

Note the distinct difference

between the South Florida and the Florida Southern.

The unlikely 1link from Jacksonville to South Florida became the
Jacksonville Tampa & Key West which operated the line between Jacksonville,
Palatka and, eventually, Sanford. The "Tropical Trunk Line" also pushed
further south to Titusville, from whence it ran steamers down the Indian
River toward Lake Worth (Palm Beach) .

The Jacksonville Tampa & Key West, like other Florida systems in the 1890s,
issued splendid maps which often did not include a timetable (a frustration
known only to us). The item on the preceding pages, in orange and black,
from 1891, shows only a minute timetable of Jacksonville-Titusville
service, but includes everything else! The Titusville sleeper had vanished
by 1894, done in by the completion of the Jacksonville St. Augustine &
Indian River (Florida East Coast).

A little portage railway was constructed in 1889 to bridge the gap in the
natural intracoastal waterway north of Lake Worth. The Jupiter & Lake Worth
served four stations, named Juno. Mars, Venus and Jupiter, and was known
to one and all as "the Celestial Way." The entire steamer-portage system
collapsed by 1896. All of the names survive in one form or another in the
beach communities north of Lake Worth.

Timetables of either one are
exceedingly rare. The ACL’s
eventual line from Jacksonville
to St. Pete was made up of the
Orange Belt Route north of Trilby
and the Orange Belt Railway from
Trilby into St. Petersburg.
